WWEC Programme now available

The programme of the second World Wind Energy Conference has been finalised and all indications point to a highly prestigious event. Over 120 speakers and 40 poster presentations have been confirmed from 33 different countries. The speakers’ panel consists of high-level government representatives, leading international scientists and experienced entrepreneurs. They will present illuminating accounts, case studies and success stories of the development of wind energy in their respective countries and discuss the steps for the further proliferation of wind energy. The focus is on how to bring wind energy to developing and African countries. 
The event has attracted strong support from several government bodies including, the South African Department of Minerals and Energy; the German Federal Ministry for Environment, Nature Conservation, and Nuclear Safety; with Danish International Development Assistance (Danida) and InWEnt (Germany) having generously sponsored this event.

The conference programme is structured around the following eight themes:

1. Global Markets - covering the experiences, status & potential for wind energy by continent;
2. Policy Issues – global policy issues and initiatives, legal frameworks and options, public promotion systems, environmental regulations, local benefits and acceptance, community case studies;

3. Technology development - aerodynamics, adaptation to regional requirements, improvements in turbine efficiency, grid integration, 

4. Wind assessment and prediction - modelling of wind energy, assessing & mapping resources;

5. Specialised applications - hybrid technology, off-grid and stand-alone systems, hydrogen and water production, water pumping; 

6. Financing - international financing programmes, private sector experiences, the Clean Development Mechanism and emissions credits, trends & funds in financing wind energy; 

7. Private Sector - success strategies for wind energy enterprises, experiences of independent power producers, local manufacturing; 

8. Capacity building – dissemination of information and technologies, international training and formation activities, raising public awareness, joint first/third world programmes. 

Keynote speakers include: representatives of the South African Department of Minerals & Energy, the British High Commission, the Canadian government, the Danish government, the European Commission and the European Parliament, the German government, representatives from the World Bank and the United Nations Environment Program, heads of the various national and international wind energy associations, environmental organisations and Alternative Nobel prize winner and General Chairman of the World Council for Renewable Energy Dr Hermann Scheer.

WWEC 2003 consists of a conference, exhibition and a number of social functions, including a Wind Instruments Music Festival, providing an excellent opportunity for companies to promote themselves to the influential participants. 

There will be a trade exhibition on renewable energy supplies, products and services where suppliers will gain exposure to the influential delegates and decision makers attending the event. The German Ministry for Economics and Labour has sponsored a German pavilion at the Renewable Energy Exhibition.
